ORAL  EXAM  FOR ATTENDING STUDENTS
QUENSTIONS ON THE FOLLOWING SUBJECTS

1) Member States 3 : a) choose to speak about one of the six  founding members; b) speak about one of the most important western or eastern EU member states; c) introduce  one of the less influential or smaller member  states. d) answer a general question about the member states (for example: Speak about the Danish system of government).

2) Open questions on EU Institutions, on The Treaty of Lisbon, the Schengen Area and EU citizenship (update will be available at CLU on the 14th of May).
3) Phonetics: each student will be asked to read fluently a short paragraph (two or three lines) taken from Temple Bar and written in phonetic spelling (IPA). She/He might also be asked to write the phonetic spelling of one of the words explained during our lessons  and to show the ability  to read phonetic symbols fluently.
4) Each student will be asked to express her/his opinion FOR and AGAINST,   on the articles discussed during our May lessons.
